Guidance for those talking to Young People

Your role

At the end of the concert, the young people will be given an opportunity to stay behind and speak to somebody about the evening’s events.  Activate will advise the young people to move to the back of the hall and get into small groups, your role is to:

· Follow the supervisors guidelines
· Encourage the young people to get into small groups, of about 4 young people with a maximum of 2 adults
· Where possible, each group should include one member of Activate and one volunteer, therefore if you see a group without a volunteer, feel free to join it.

· To talk to the young people about the issues raised by Activate tonight or during the week

· Collect response cards and hand them to Nigel, Hiede or Ann.

Activates role

The members of Activate will lead the response session, and where possible one member of Activate and one volunteers will be with each group.  If there is a large response, this will not be possible so two volunteers will have make up each group.

Guidelines

During this time, please observe the following guidelines:

· Respect their views / opinions

· Do not touch / pray / preach / dominate the conversation

· Use appropriate language

· Be aware of the time (we need to be finished for 9:30pm)

· Be guided by their conversation

· Do not hand out your personal contact details or tracts

· If they ask a question and you don’t know an answer to a question – say so! Don’t make stuff up!

Remember some young people will want to be there, others will just be there because their friends are.  Some will be highly vocal, and others will find it difficult to speak.
You will need

· Response cards

· Pens 

· These guidelines

What to say

If you are not sure what to say / do, try something like this….

· Get into small groups, of about 4 young people with a maximum of 2 adults

· Introduce yourselves

· Go around the group and ask….

· What did you enjoy about tonight’s performance?

· What did you think about what the team members talked about?

· Was there anything in particular that stood out to you?

· Do you have any questions about what they talked about?

· What are your thoughts about God?

· Is there anything you’d like to ask?

· Would you like to know more about this stuff?

· We are going to be running a creative arts project in September that includes some of the things they have been doing….are you interested?

Finish by inviting them to fill in the response forms.   This will include a space for the young person to write their name, form group and whether they would like to have someone contact them at a later date.
